It's important for us to welcome the
teachings of Christ and his body, the church, in this
spirit. Too often, people misconstrue church teaching
as something restrictive or controlling instead of
understanding that Jesus handed down these teachings
to us in order to help us find happiness and fulfillment.
When we live according to church teaching, we are
doing more than just being 'good." We are also
staying close to the shepherd of whom today's psalm
speaks: "In verdant pastures he gives me repose;
beside restful waters he leads me; he refreshes my
soul." These benefits are ours when we follow the voice
of the One who loves us. Sometimes, we may not like
what the voice is saying. Sometimes we may be drawn
towards a different path or think that the grass is
greener elsewhere. But by humbly acknowledging that
the Shepherd--and his church--have great wisdom and
a unique perspective to share, we will be led in the
right direction. Though it may feel like a sacrifice at
first, ultimately this loyalty to the flock will enable us
to enjoy the contentment of those who declare, "The
Lord is my shepherd; there is nothing I shall want."
